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COME EXPLORE 
“THE VALLEY”
The Matanuska-Susitna Valley encompasses 
23,000 square miles of mountains, glaciers, rivers 
and lakes, and bursts with adventures at every 
turn in the road. Locals call this area “Mat-Su” 
or “The Valley” for short. Mat-Su actually is a 
shortened version of the proper name of the 
region – Matanuska-Susitna, which represents the 
two major rivers and valleys that form the region. 
The Matanuska Valley stretches along the Glenn 
Highway National Scenic Byway (Highway 1) all the 
way to Lake Louise. The Parks Highway (Highway 3) 
takes you north to Denali State Park in the heart 
of the Susitna Valley. The Valley begins just 35 
miles north of Anchorage, making it a convenient 
destination for a day trip. Better yet, use the Mat-Su 
as your hub for adventure. Plan to stay awhile and 
discover all there is to see and do q you½ll defi nitely 
say “Yahoo, Mat-Su!”

YOUR PASSPORT
TO ADVENTURE
While the Mat-Su Valley isn’t labeled on many 
state maps, you can’t miss it. The region is large, 
diverse and boasts remote wilderness and classic 
Alaska communities such as Palmer, Wasilla, Big 
Lake, Houston, Willow and Talkeetna. Each town 
anchors a distinct region or “country” worth your 
visit. This guide is organized by those regions, each 
highlighting a unique geographic draw: GLACIER 
COUNTRY – Lake Louise and Matanuska Glacier 
south to Palmer along the Glenn Highway National 
Scenic Byway (Hwy. 1), including Chickaloon and 
Sutton; GOLD RUSH COUNTRY – Hatcher 
Pass and Independence Mine State Historical Park; 
LAKE COUNTRY – Wasilla north to Big Lake 
and Houston along the Parks Highway (Hwy. 3); 
DENALI COUNTRY – including Willow, 
Talkeetna and Denali State Park; OFF THE 
BEATEN PATH and THE REST OF ALASKA. 
So begin planning your visit to each of these 
regions to fi ll your passport Üith adventure.

FIND YOUR NEXT ADVENTURE
There are no interstate highways in Alaska, although three state highways frame the 
Mat-Su Valley: the Glenn (Highway 1), Parks (Highway 3) and Denali (Highway 8) highways. 
The Denali Highway is not paved, but the Glenn and Parks are major highways. If you’re a 
do�it�yourself traveler] y y to Ƃnchorage] rent a car or motorhome and drive to the Mat�-u 
Valley and let the area be your hub for your adventure. Or, if you prefer more guidance, 
let tour professionals arrange one-day and multi-day tours with transportation included.

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CHOOSE MAT-SU 
WHEN YOU CRUISE
Don’t limit yourself to just the coastline when visiting 
Alaska via a cruise – there is much to see and do away from 
the port towns. Set aside time before or after your ocean 
journey to explore Alaska beyond its coastlines. Many 
companies offer inclusive land tour options to add to your 
trip, either before you embark or after your cruise. It’s also 
easy to do it yourself with some planning.

Add a day trip (complete with round-trip transportation), a 
three-day or even week-long excursion to experience even 
more. The Mat-Su Valley is perfectly situated to be your hub 
for the land portion of a cruise itinerary. Take some time and 
explore Southcentral Alaska, including spectacular views 
of Denali.

The Alaska Railroad offers daily service north and south, 
and Talkeetna is just a few hours away from your ship via 
the railroad. Let it be your basecamp for your Denali 
experience – there are numerous bed-and-breakfasts, as 
well as the Talkeetna Alaskan Lodge and the Mt. McKinley 
Princess Wilderness Lodge, that serve this area.

Who knows, you may end up 
eating breakfast at the famous Talkeetna Roadhouse with 
a climber who just summited Denali!

Independent cruise travelers can also rent a car or RV and 
explore on their own. In addition to the Denali experiences 
offered in Talkeetna, you can also head north on the Glenn 
Highway National Scenic Byway (Highway 1) and trek on 
Matanuska Glacier, the state’s largest road-accessible 
glacier. Getting there is half the fun, as scenic beauty awaits 
around every corner. Stay at one of the historic roadhouses 
in the Glacier View area for a truly “Alaskan” experience.

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TRAIL MIX — RUN, BIKE OR HIKE
With more than 2,000 miles of amazing trails, the Mat-Su Valley is a hiker’s paradise. Just 
pick a destination] distance and degree of diffi culty q the combinations are limitless. /ake 
the family on a gentle, historic railroad trail near Palmer, or hike a ridge surrounding the 
mining region of Hatcher Pass, with views of the Matanuska Valley below. Explore the alpine 
wilderness of the Talkeetna Mountains on foot or ATV, or by professional guide service for 
even more adventure. For amazing views in just an hour, try the Butte just outside of Palmer. 
9ou can fi nd trail maps at alaskavisit.com/trails.

TAKE TO THE WATER  
The Mat-Su Valley is home to countless rivers, lakes, creeks and streams, so whether you 
like your water swift or still, the Mat-Su has something for everyone. You can rent a canoe or 
kayak for a serene afternoon on a lake, or help paddle a raft with an expert guide. The Lynx 
Lake Canoe Trail in Nancy Lake State Recreation Area off the Parks Highway in Willow offers 
easy portages between lakes, campgrounds and cabins for rent. Farther north in Denali 
State Park, you can rent canoes at Byers Lake. Lake Louise (off the Glenn Highway) is also a 
premier destination for Üater activities. �ake fi shing is one of the Mat�-u 6alley½s best�kept 
secrets.

LEARN ABOUT THE LOCALS   
The restored townsite at the Wasilla Museum (formerly known as the Dorothy Page Museum) 
is a great place to start. Wander through historic buildings and see exhibits that tell stories 
of the area’s past. Palmer’s Colony roots are on display at the Palmer Museum of History 
and Art and the Colony House Museum. Take Talkeetna’s 16-site historic town walking tour 
and learn for yourself how the miners and trappers lived. Don’t forget the Walter Harper 
Talkeetna Ranger Station to learn about Alaska’s mountain climbing legends.

MARVEL AT NORTH AMERICA’S HIGHEST PEAK   
20]310 ft. Denali is a spectacular sight to behold] and the fi rst glimpses begin once you 
hit Willow along the Parks Highway (Highway 3). Farther north in Talkeetna, there are a 
bevy of activities focused on Denali. Walk the lakeside trail around Byers Lake or climb to 
Kesugi or Curry Ridge in Denali State Park for undisturbed vistas of the “High One.” Parks 
Highway pullouts at mileposts 135 and 147 provide safe areas to capture Denali’s grandeur. 
The all-new K’esugi Ken Campground at Mile 135.4 offers amazing views of Denali as well. 
Dramatic aerial vieÜs of Denali½s lofty summit] y anking glaciers and granite canyons highlight 
y ightseeing trips from /alkeetna. /he southern vieÜs of Denali are Üidely considered the 
best in Alaska.

DAY TRIPS FROM ANCHORAGE  

FAMILY VACATIONS

The Mat-Su Valley is fi lled with gorgeous scenery – just head out on virtually any highway 
for a spectacular trip fi lled with mountains on every side.

Less than an hour’s drive north from Anchorage, the Mat-Su Valley is perfectly situated 
for day trips.

Bring the whole family to the Mat-Su Valley for an exciting, and educational, experience. 

Head north on the Glenn Highway National Scenic Byway (Hwy. 1) and enjoy the views of 
the Chugach and Talkeetna mountains, while the Matanuska River frames your drive. Trek on 
Matanuska Glacier or try an exciting raft trip through Lion’s Head rapids, and stop at a local 
roadhouse for a tasty lunch or cozy overnight stay.

Drive over Hatcher Pass Road to Willow – it opens to traffi c around the Fourth of July and 
stays open until mid-September. Visit Independence Mine and Willow Creek for a scenic 
loop of the Susitna Valley. Keep an eye out for the abundant wildlife in the area, including 
moose and bear.

Petersville Road runs through the rugged mining backcountry of Trapper Creek in Denali 
Country – watch for wildlife and have your camera ready!

Strike it rich – head to Hatcher Pass, Independence Mine and the Willow area to see 
mining’s historical infl uence on the area. Don’t forget your gold pan. There are many hiking 
trails in the area, and the views are spectacular as well. 

Get cultured - visit Wasilla and Palmer in an afternoon – you’ll see the Iditarod 
Headquarters, a variety of museums, the Palmer Musk Ox Farm and the Reindeer Farm. 
Take a farm tour to see Palmer’s historical roots, and stop at a local restaurant for an Alaska 
Grown lunch.

Go big – as in Denali. North of Wasilla on the Parks Highway, you can visit Talkeetna for an 
afternoon spent fl ightseeing, dining, shopping, rafting or just photographing Denali. Don’t 
forget your fi shing pole, as Talkeetna has plenty of angling opportunities as well.

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JUST PART OF OUR NATURE
The Mat-Su Valley is favored by Alaskans as a premier recreational destination. There are 
several popular and well-established state parks, from Palmer to Denali. We are where 
Alaskans come to play! Keep an eye out for wildlife and the scores of migrating birds that 
come here to nest and raise their young. Be safe, and remember to respect the wildlife.

WILDLIFE AND PARKS

Moose: Winter and spring are particularly 
good times to spot these large creatures on the 
Palmer Hay Flats State Game Refuge. Keep an eye 
out along the highway, especially near rivers and 
ponds. Enjoy them from afar – don’t try to feed the 
moose. They are also prominent along the Glenn 
Highway north to the Sheep Mountain area. Knik 
River Road off the Old Glenn Highway is another 
popular spot to view moose.

Caribou: Related to moose and elk, caribou 
live in the northern and eastern reaches of the 
Mat-Su Borough. Herds are frequently spotted 
along the Denali Highway and near Lake Louise, 
along Hwy. 1.

Bear: Both brown and black bears are found 
throughout the Mat-Su Valley. Spotting bears is 
easiest on a y ightseeing tour or by hiking off the 
main road system. They’re also found along creeks 
and streams when the salmon are spawning. 
Be “bear aware” and carry bear spray.

Birds: From bald eagles and red-tailed hawks 
to songbirds and swans, a wide variety of birds 
travel through or spend the year in the Mat-Su. 
Identify them by their calls or keep an eye to the 
sky. The Palmer Hay Flats and Rabbit Slough, as 
Üell as the 1niversity of Ƃlaska agriculture fi elds] 
attract many migratory birds such as cranes and 
geese in spring. Download an Alaska Birders 
Checklist at alaskavisit.com.

(2.5 hours north of Anchorage)

If you want a spectacular view of Denali, make sure you visit Denali State Park, the smaller 
and less-crowded area south of the national park entrance. The views from Denali State 
Park are actually better than in the national park! Stop at the Denali Overlook (MP135.2 
Parks Hwy) or hike the trail to Kesugi Ridge for incredible views. The newest campground 
in Alaska, K’esugi Ken, is located at Mile 135.4 and features easy hiking trails that have 
overlooks with panoramic views of Denali and the Alaska Range. Guided or self-guided 
nature hikes are available around Byers Lake. There are numerous opportunities for tent 
and RV camping, as well as kayak rentals.

PALMER HAY FLATS STATE GAME REFUGE
(35 minutes north of Anchorage)  
The gateway to the Mat-Su Valley from Anchorage, this refuge has endless photography 
and recreation possibilities] including kayaking] canoeing and hiking. 	irders] Üildy oÜer 
lovers and outdoor enthusiasts y ock to the area. Ƃccess hiking trails from the �nik ,iver 
eÝit ­,ey ections �ake® or 
ottonÜood 
reek in 7asilla ­-cout ,idge /rail®. ,ey ections 
Lake also has fantastic recreational opportunities in the winter, with ice skating and cross-
country skiing trails.

NANCY LAKE STATE RECREATION AREA
(1.5 hours north of Anchorage)   
Near Willow, this network of 130 lakes features camping areas, canoe rentals, and hiking 
and ski trails. Fish for rainbow trout, arctic char and northern pike. Reserve public-use 
cabins, available for rent on a nightly basis. Plan ahead and rent your cabin up to six 
months in advance through the Alaska State Parks’ website alaskastateparks.org.

GLACIERS & GIANT VEGGIES
This Matanuska Valley was carved by glaciers thousands of years ago, but their impact 
remains today. /he fi ne] fertile silt left behind by these receding glaciers] combined Üith 
long daylight hours] makes the area perfect for groÜing lush hayfi elds and Üorld�record 
veggies. This is the agricultural hub of Alaska - look for Alaska Grown vegetables! You’ll 
be able to taste the difference – carrots are typically sweeter than those grown in the 
“Lower 48,” for example. 

Just north of Palmer, in Sutton and Chickaloon, learn about the region’s rich Athabascan 
culture at the Alpine Historical Park. In the Glacier View area, explore Matanuska Glacier 
on a trek or ice climb. Easy to get to, it’s Alaska’s largest road-accessible glacier. Explore 
the northern region of Glacier Country by visiting Lake Louise, located halfway between 
Anchorage and Valdez, just 19 miles off the scenic Glenn Highway. The peaceful lake is a 
hub of recreational opportunities. The Nelchina caribou herd migrates through this area 
each year. Lodges, campgrounds and a public boat launch are available. Closer to Palmer, 
boat, helicopter or take an ATV tour to Knik Glacier. This is only an hour from Anchorage. 
Stop at a roadside stand or farmers market for fresh organic vegetables, wild honey or 
dairy products.
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PALMER
Just 45 minutes north of 
Anchorage, this small town takes 
pride in its deep agricultural roots 
while nurturing a contemporary, 
Alaska “chic.” The downtown 
area is very walkable and features 
locally-owned shops and cafes. 
In 1935, President Franklin D. 
Roosevelt sanctioned a relocation 
program that brought 202 
farming families to Palmer from 
the Midwest. Parcels of land were 
distributed to the “colonists” by 
lottery to farm and raise dairy 
cattle. Celebrate the anniversary 
of this historic event in June at 
Colony Days.

Start your stay in Glacier Country 
at the Palmer Visitor Information 
Center, which has an amazing 
garden and replicas of those giant 
vegetables. Pick up a downtown 
walking map while you’re there 
and tour the original Matanuska 
Colony. On Fridays, an open-air 
market, featuring local artisans and 
growers, opens across from the 
center. Just up the street, tour a 
restored Colony home (circa 1935). 
And don’t forget Palmer’s most 
celebrated attraction, the Alaska 
State Fair, which takes place 
Aug. 23 to Sept. 3, 2018.

WHERE TO GO    WHAT TO DO

Interested in agriculture? Tour country roads to see working 
farms or sample locally grown products at one of Palmer’s 
restaurants. Guided farm tours are also available, complete 
with transportation and lunch. The downtown area has a 
feel all its own, and you can spend an afternoon visiting 
the quaint shops and restaurants, many of which serve 
ALASKA GROWN products on their menus.

If you need to get in the swing of things, the Palmer Golf 
Course offers STUNNING VIEWS of the mountains and 
Knik Glacier.

Hike, bike or ATV one of the many TRAILS that begin just 
off the Glenn Highway; loop through miles of wilderness.

nearly a dozen miles of tunnels, and producing more than 
34,000 ounces of gold. Today you can catch a glimpse 
of what mining was like at the Independence Mine State 
Historical Park located in Hatcher Pass. Grab your gold pan 
and see if you have the same luck.
