RECREATION

Park City is home to three of the world's best resorts, Park City Mountain Resort, The Canyons and Deer
Skiing/Boarding Valley. With a total of over 8,500 ski-able acres and an average of 500 inches of snow annually in some
areas, Park City is a skier's paradise.

For music lovers, Park City offers the Summer Outdoor Concert Series each year, featuring internationally
Culture known performers. The Utah Symphony regularly performs at Deer Valley, and the Park City International
Music Festival is a regular summer event.

The Park City area currently has five golf courses of varying difficulty levels and prices, with others currently in
the design and planning stages.

Summit County is the location for Utah’s Oktoberfest. In its 315t year, this six-week celebration honors Utah's
German community.

This annual film-festival is a Park City trademark and the premiere film-screening event for aspiring writers,
Sundance Film Festival | directors and actors. Held each January, the festival draws A-list celebrities from around the world, and is truly
one of the greatest reasons to visit Utah.
