Effective Date:  October 1, 2006 
 
 In cases where a vessel is not able to vacate its berth within a twenty-four (24) 
hour period owing to extenuating circumstances, the Port Everglades Department may 
grant a grace period of up to one (1) hour without assessments of an additional days 
dockage charges.  Only in instances where it is clearly demonstrated that there were 
extenuating circumstances will consideration be given.  In order to be considered, the 
franchised steamship agent or vessel representative must apply, in writing, to the 
Director of Operations stating the reason(s) which prohibited the vessel from vacating 
the berth.  In no instance will more than a one (1) hour grace period be considered.
