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Installation Instructions

Note: This is a Class Il Luminaire - No Earth required
1. Isolate the mains supply before commencing with the installation.
2. Remove the bezel trim from the base by unclipping and lifting around the full circumference.

3. Unscrew the 3 retaining screws on the diffuser, until the diffuser/LED tray can be lifted from the body. Unplug the 3 pin plug and lead from the back of LED
tray so that the diffuser/LED tray can be removed.




A cable entry point is provided via a blind grommet, which should be pierced to pass a cahle through, or drill out a suitable cable entry point. For exterior
or wet indoor areas, replace the grommet with a suitable IP rated cable gland (not supplied]. Alternatively, the fitting also has drill out conduit side entry
points top, battom, left and right, or can be fitted to a suitahle BESA box

A. If screw fixing to the mounting surface, drill out the desired screw fixing locations on the back of the body
B. Feed the mains cahle through the grommet / gland / conduit entry fitted in previous steps.

C. Hold the fitting up to the ceiling / wall in the desired position and mark hole fixing centres.

D. Drill fixing holes and use suitahle wall plugs.

E. Fix in position with fixings supplied.

Ensure the luminaire has a switched live supply to “L” (live]. Route the mains supply cable to the terminal block on the body and terminate, ensuring correct
polarity is observed. Ensure all conductors are fully sleeved and insulated.

Neutral Earth Live

This luminaire has selectable LED colour appearance [CCT). Select the desired CCT using the dip switch on the driver marked WW NW CW, for 3000K, 4000K
or 6500K respectively.

This luminaire has selectahle wattage/lumen output. Select the desired wattage/lumen output using dip switches marked 1 & 2 on the driver. Use in the
combination shown for each setting

Securely refit the 3 pin plug and lead into the socket on the back of the diffuser/LED tray
Refit the diffuser/LED tray and secure using the retaining screws.

This luminaire is supplied with a choice of 2 bezel trims or can be used without a trim. If using the curved or eyelid bezel trim, position the trim over
the fitting in the correct orientation and push until it clips into position on all sides. If a conduit entry has been used on the fitiing, both trims have
carresponding cut outs, which should be removed as appropriate prior to fitting the trim, so that it fits over the conduit.

Restare the mains power supply, switch on and test for satisfactory operation




Emergency Version Instructions

1.  Follow instructions 1-5 on the previous page. In step 3, also unplug the 2 pin plug and lead connected to the centre of the LED tray and the 2 pin LED
Indictor plug and lead connected to the LED Converter, before removing the diffuser/LED tray.

2. Theluminaire requires a secondary unswitched live supply as well as a switched supply. Connect the unswitched supply to the terminal marked L. Connect
the switched supply to the terminal marked LS. The “unswitched” supply must be taken from the same phase as the “switched” supply and must be wired to
the same MCB so that upon test, it is isolated at the same time as the switched supply.
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Route the supply cable to the terminal block and terminate, ensuring correct polarity is observed.
Select the CCT and wattage as described in 7 & 8 above.
Refit the plugs disconnected in step 3 and also connect the battery lead into the Emergency Converter

When the power supply is reconnected, check the green LED illuminates. This indicates the batteries are charging.
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The batteries should be charged for at least 24 hours before carrying out a full discharge test, to check batteries are charging correctly and 3 hour
emergency duration is achieved.

Note: For non-maintained operation, only an unswitched supply to terminal L is required.
For switched maintained, follow the instructions in no.2 above.
For unswitched maintained operation, connect cables as in 2 above but also link L & LS.

Instructions for Microwave Sensor Set Up

The Microwave Sensor allows the Bulkhead to detect when an occupant enters or leaves an area, turning the luminaire on or off accordingly.

1.  The sensor should be positioned so that the occupants of the area fall inside the detection patterns shown in the diagram below.

2. The diagram is based on a maximum ceiling mounting height of 6m. Note that the lower the sensor is installed, the smaller the detection range will be e.g.
at a ceiling height of 2.8m the detection diameter is approximately 4.7m.

3. Thedistances quoted are approximate and may vary depending on the surroundings.
4. Do not site within 1m of forced air heating or ventilation.
5. Do not fix to a vibrating surface.
6. Sensitivity can be adjusted by selecting the required combination on dip switches 1 & 2 for different applications.
