1. Part the vehicle on a clean, flat surface and block the rear wheels for safety.

2. Properly support the rear driveshaft.

3. Remove the two bolts mounting the carrier bearing assembly to the frame cross-
member.  The bolts will not be reused.

4. Lower the driveshaft/carrier bearing assembly just enough to place the two pro-
vided spacers between the carrier bearing assembly and frame.  Apply Loctite to 
the provided 10mm bolt threads.  Fasten the carrier bearing and spacer assembly 
with the 10mm bolt and washers.  Torque bolts to 30 ft-lbs.

5. Check hardware torque after 500 miles.
