1. If you are a participant of the LadyLike Foundation: How significant has your involvement in this
organization been for you? What events or Girl Talk topics have been the most important to you? Could you
share your most unforgettable moment from your time with the organization? What valuable lessons have you
gained that you believe will benefit you in college and beyond? In what ways does the LadyLike Foundation
positively influence teenage girls? Would you encourage other young women to join the LadyLike
Foundation, and if so, why? Lastly, please explain how you have been inspired, empowered, and encouraged
to become all that you could be through our organization.
