Alice takes off her cardigan.

The Anmerican flag outside the observatory catches fire,
John points at it.

Easwood | ooks through the tel escope at the light in the
sky.

JI' M EASTWOOD
Wit a mnute, it’s red and much
bi gger than the noon.

The gl ass on the w ndow cracks.
The three rush backwards away fromthe w ndow.
The gl ass breaks inward on the | aboratory fl oor.

John | ooks out onto the street by the docks as people rush
inland away fromthe sea, away fromthe red |ight.

Qutside a tree catches fire, and then they all do one by
one.

Peopl e stanpede, scream ng in panic.
John grabs Alice arm and drags her toward the door.

Alice takes off her shirt and stockings and now wears | ust
her skirt and vest.

Alice and Eastwood are on the ground fl oor and Eastwood
| ooks out the window at the light, the new sun is much
bi gger than the ol d sun.

The streets are now enpty.
Ali ce and Eastwood open the door to the basenent.

The whol e ground shakes, knocking them both to the ground.
