Read Luke 15:1-2. Jesus was willing to mix with all kinds of people — no matter what others
thought of them. This shows God’s willingness to accept all people and our equal status
before God. Jesus only condemned people if they claimed to be better than their neighbours
(Luke 18:9-14). In our work with people and communities, we need to work with the poor and
oppressed — not for them. We need to value each person and help them to feel more
positively about themselves. We need to develop skills in listening and understanding.
