DISCUSSION QUESTIONS

Q: What does communion mean to you? How does it help you draw closer to Jesus?

Read Matthew 5:14-16 aloud. Jesus doesn’t tell us to only bring people out of darkness, but also to walk 
with them and serve them. As lights of the world, we are to serve our community as we would serve Jesus.
