Talk About the Bible Story

In the story Jesus told, there was a father who only had
one wish.

Why does God always forgive us?

How does it make you feel to know that God will always
forgive you?

Leader: Give a kid-friendly example about a time when
you chose to stay mad and refused to forgive.
Maybe you were a kid and just wanted to stay mad.
How does God'’s forgiveness encourage you to
forgive others?
