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Aniquem Agreement

A cooperation agreement to donate recyclable waste is in place between UPC 
and Aniquem (Asociación de Ayuda al Niño Quemado [Assistance to Children 
Victims of Burning). The process consists of recycling and storing plastic, pa-
per, and cardboard waste up to approximately 250 kg. After that, ANIQUEM is 
contacted to collect the waste, which is sold to companies that reprocess it and 
thus obtain income for the foundation.

The idea is to generate synergies between the two entities for the proper mana-
gement of recyclable waste.

This alliance allows Aniquem to generate funds through the sale of recyclable 
waste to continue providing free comprehensive rehabilitation services to chil-
dren who have survived burns and to develop prevention programs to reduce 
burn accidents in vulnerable areas of the country. At the same time, UPC has 
the opportunity to promote the management of its recyclable waste, genera-
ting an environmental and social impact through the program “Reciclar para 
ayudar” (Recycle to Help).
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
