ROUGHING-IN DIMENSIONS

¢ To assure proper positioning in relation to wall.
Note roughing-in dimensions.
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n CARTRIDGE INSTALLATION

e Remove PLASTER GUARD (6)
(Keep it installed for thin wall Installation).

e Remove BONNET NUT (1) by unthreading it
Counter clockwise. Remove test CAP (2).

e Remove PROTECTIVE HOUSING (3) from
CARTRIDGE (4). Install with “UP” text on top.

¢ Reinstall BONNET NUT (1) onto VALVE BODY (5)
and tighten firmly with 12 Nm or 9 Ibs/ft.
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NOTE: Specified tightening torque
of BONNET NUT (1) is critical to
assure sealing function.

e Figure 1. Remove plaster guard from valve. Push CAP (1)
over VALVE CARTRIDGE (2) until seated against stop.

e Figure 2. Push ESCUTCHEON () onto CAP (1) and attach
to valve body with LONG SCREWS (4).

e Figure 2a. Push ESCUTCHEON (3) onto CAP (1) and attach
to valve body with LONG SCREWS (4).

n INSTALL TUB SPOUT, SHOWER HEAD,
SHOWER ARM WITH FLANGE

Protect finish on SHOWER HEAD
CAUTION and TUB SPOUT when installing.
* Remove pipe cap and plug from shower and tub rough piping.

e Slip TUB SPOUT (1) onto tub nipple and tighten with 2.5 mm Hex Wrench.
CAUTION: Protect finish on TUB SPOUT when installing.

e Install SHOWER ESCUTCHEON (2) onto SHOWER ARM (3). Apply sealant
or Teflon tape to threads on both ends of SHOWER ARM (3) and thread
longer leg of SHOWER ARM (3) into shower elbow.

TUB FILLER

e Thread SHOWER HEAD (4) onto SHOWER ARM (3). NIPPLE
CAUTION: Protect finish on SHOWER HEAD and ARM when installing. M,

e Slip ADAPTER (5) onto CARTRIDGE (6) and thread SCREW (7) on.

e Install HANDLE (1) by pushing it onto CARTRIDGE STEM (2)
and tightening SET SCREW (3) from below with 2.5 mm
Hex Wrench supplied.

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E ADJUST HOT LIMIT STOP

e By restricting HANDLE rotation and limiting the amount of hot water
allowed to mix with the cold, the HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOP (1)
reduces risk of accidental scalding. To set the maximum hot water
temperature of your faucet valve, adjust the setting on the HOT LIMIT
SAFETY STOP (1).

e Turn CARTRIDGE STEM (2) to the OFF position (coldest setting) before
making adjustment to HOT LIMIT STOP (1). Pull forward and rotate
counterclockwise one number to limit hot water temperature.

Use NUMBERS (5) on CARTRIDGE (4) on HOT LIMIT STOP (1)
for indication.

e Remove HANDLE (see step 3 and reverse).
e Remove ESCUTCHEON and CARTRIDGE CAP (see step 1 and reverse).

VALVE LEAKS WHEN SHUT OFF
e Remove CARTRIDGE, see STEP 1 and STEP 2 and REVERSE
process.

¢ Clean SEALS on the side of CARTRIDGE. Clean inside sealing
surface of VALVE BODY.

e Re-assemble CARTRIDGE. Install trim. Turn on water supply and
check for leaks.

REPLACING CARTRIDGE

e To remove CARTRIDGE (1), install split WASHER (3) between the 3
ridge on the cartridge and the bonnet nut. Standard Back to Back
(only supplied with replacement cartridge). as shown.

e Proceed to unthread BONNET NUT (2) counter clockwise.
Note: CARTRIDGE (1) should be pulling out while unthreading
BONNET NUT (2).

» Upon removal of the old Cartridge, install a new cartridge BACK TO BACK INSTALLATION
and secure it with BONNET NUT (Hand tighten).

BACK TO BACK INSTALLATION

e Remove CARTRIDGE (B) as detailed in steps above.

e Remove PIN (A) from CARTRIDGE (B) by pulling.

e Separate MANIFOLD (C) from CARTRIDGE (B) by pulling.

e Rotate CARTRIDGE (B) 180 degrees and reinstall MANIFOLD (C)
with PIN (A).

e The “UP” TEXT (D) should now be facing downward during
installation of the CARTRIDGE (B).
