Should actuators with end switch be used instead
of StatLink, there also exists the possibility to adjust
the switching point on the actuator. Turn the screw
in by ¥2 of a turn to for a reasonable adjustment.

Always make sure that the end switch is still
switching on and off. Due to the tolerances involved
some actuators may require more of less of an
adjustment. Note: Pushing down on the screw may
trigger it to switch, this is not the actual switch-
ing point. Always test the switching point with the
