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As itis no longer possible for most
people to make a new claim for Tax
Credits, if you are on a low income
you may be better off on Universal
Credit. This will replace your
Housing Benefit and, depending on
your circumstances, you may get
additional amounts for yourself,
your children and childcare costs.
Please read about Universal Credit
and check your entitlement before
making a claim.
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Itis no longer possible for most
people to make new claims for
Housing Benefit or Tax Credits, but if
you are on a low income, even if you
are working, you may be able to
claim Universal Credit instead, you
may be able to get help with housing
costs as well as an amount for your
children and some childcare costs.

If you were getting Working Tax Credit

responsible for a child, you can add
Child Tax Credit to your claim. If you
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new claim for Housing
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service charges you may
be able get help with these
costs through Universal
Credit instead, however,
you need to be aware that

responsible for a child.
The amount of Housing
Benefit you receive may
increase so it is important
to keep the local authority
informed of any changes.

Depending on your
circumstances, income and
savings, you may be better off
on Universal Credit You can
check your entitiement here, but
you should also think about
what changes may happen in
the near future so that you can
make sure you won't be worse
off in the long run. Remember
that once you claim Universal
Credit, you can't go back to
Housing Benefit and Tax
Credits.

(for working age adults) or
Attendance Allowance (for
